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1. Introduction

Integrated with ViewPower, ViewPower Pro or SNMP Web Prosoftware, ViewPower shutdown
wizard is a highly specialized and designed tool to perform shutdown task. It will activate UDP
service through port no. 31234 & 41234 to accept shutdown command to shut down local PC from

remote system with ViewPower or ViewPower Pro installed.

2. Shutdown Wizard Install, Quick Start, Exit and Uninstall
